Recycle Your Maple Tubing

Most tubing can be recycled. PVC
tubing cannot. Newer tubing is PVC-
free. To determine if old tubing is
made from PVC plastic, cut off a small
section and drop it into a glass of
water. If tubing floats, it is acceptable.
If it sinks, it is likely PVC.

¢ Remove metal and wire.

¢ Nylon fittings and spouts do not
need to be removed.
